The fees are affordable and very competitive, 
but it is NOT internet pricing. So as Bonnie 
would say, “don’t come unless you are seri-
ous AND ready to invest in YOUR FUTURE!”

On the other hand, you have probably heard 
about those ‘high end’ matchmaking services. 
Well, go no further. During the past year, Bon-
nie The Matchmaker has started (by popular 
demand) a registry (or database) of exceptional 
women, appropriately called Exceptional Wom-
en Registry- 2004, consisting of women of all 
ages interested in meeting well-heeled gentle-
men, or as Bonnie says, “men who have reached 
their financial goals in life.”
